· Test Scores 
· Resume of high school activities

· Your Personal Essay

· Letters of Recommendation – not all colleges/univ. 
require letters
Narrow your college choices – make sure you know application deadlines!
October - Complete and submit your college applications EARLY!  
Request letters of recommendation early – check to see if the college you’re applying to requires letters, i.e., FSU does not.

November 1st   - Deadline for most Early Decision or Early Action application
· Check application deadlines for on campus housing and financial aid for each college.
· Check your second semester senior schedule.  Make sure you are meeting all applicable graduation requirements, college entrance requirements, NCAA, and/or scholarship requirements.

December - Apply online for the Bright Futures Scholarships and all other state financial aid:

· Gather the financial information you will need for completing the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid). Forms and worksheets are available online at:

www.fafsa.ed.gov
NOTE:  The first F in "FAFSA" stands for "free!" There are websites which students can get help filing the FAFSA for a fee. These sites are not affiliated with or endorsed by the U.S. Department of Education (ED). We urge you to advise your students not to pay these sites for assistance that is provided for free at ED's website, www.fafsa.gov.
· December is a great time to complete community service hours that may be needed to qualify for the Florida Academic Scholars level (highest level) of the Bright Futures Scholarship Program.
